OUR WORK DURING THE COVID-19
PANDEMIC

The Covid-19 pandemic has been hard on everyone, but the health and economic
impacts have disproportionately affected families already living in poverty, and
more families than ever are struggling to afford basic needs.

We have experienced an unprecedented increase in requests for help with
diapers since the beginning of the pandemic, and state-wide, we have seen
up to an 800% increase in our distribution of period products, and up to
2000% increase in our distribution of adult incontinence products.

Many families are accessing our services for the first time.
